Mrs. Makemsonôs Class 
 Our class had a busy October!  We had a great time picking out pumpkins from our classroom pumpkin patch– we weighed and meas-

ured each one. The sand and water (ocean) table have been a huge hit– you may find leaves and snow in the months to come.   All of the kids 

love singing our Halloween songs. ―Five Little Pumpkins‖ is a favorite 

 Fall weather if finally here!  We will be talking about the change in seasons and making some fall projects to decorate our classroom.  

We will gather different kinds of leaves and make leaf rubbings.  Thanksgiving week will include a train ride around the gym and train tickets 

that will need punched.  We will also decorate turkeys and talk about Thanksgiving.  We will enjoy a feast with the other classes!  For R week 

we will talk about reusing and recycling different items.   The children will listen to the story called ―Rainbow Fish‖ and then decorate their 

own. 

 I will be working on social skills in our classroom-taking turns, keeping our hands to ourselves and using kind words and a kind tone.  

These skills will be shown by using stories, puppets, and by example.  These three-year-olds are a wonderful bunch of children!

 What didn’t we do this month??  As always, the best laid plans, well… We spent the month exploring sound and tall tales, but it 

turned into lots of other explorations.  We made lots of cool sound-making devices, but we also discovered that a piece of cardboard and a 

Pringles can turn into a very elaborate car ramp.  We created a covered wagon out of recycled materials, but we also discovered that yellow 

and blue make green, no matter where you spray them!  Be sure to ask the kids how to make butter in case Kroger closes…they know how!

Oh yes, and be sure to ask your chil-

dren about vibrations and sound… you’ll be very impressed with their answer. 

Be sure to check out our big bulletin board because it will be changing 

right along with the seasons.  We’ll explore the life-cycles of apples and pumpkins, and get lots of spooky, creepy crafts in as well.   

 Also, a big welcome to our new student, Johnny Talbott!  His parents are John an d Deleigh, and we are so glad he is here.  Thank you 

also to Leslie Kaiser and Marta Ortegon for undertaking the tie-dye project.  I hope to see all the students wearing their creations to school!

      Mrs. Hallettôs Class 
It is finally autumn and actually feels like autumn! We did take great advantage of the summerlike weather and spent much of our 

time playing outside.  The Little 2s have been doing a wonderful job in learning the classroom routine.  We have had a fairly easy time saying 

goodbye to our parents and are excited when they return at the end of the morning.
